Right and wrong are 
the same everywhere 
on earth.  
 

It is everyone’s 
responsibility to 
develop godly 
character.  
 

God commands us to 
love the Lord with all 
our hearts, minds and 
strength, and to love 
our neighbors as 
ourselves.  
 

With help from the Holy 
Spirit, we can have 
self-control in every 
situation.
