What will happen? If I catch you cheating, I reserve the right to give you a zero for that work. 

Pop Quiz Policy 

Pop quizzes may be given at any time without prior notice to check your understanding of the material. If you 
have not missed the material being tested, you are required to take the quiz. 

**Please do not tell other students about pop Quizzes. This is a form of cheating, because it gives an unfair advantage to 
other students.** 

Partner Grading Policy 

When grading a partner’s work, you are expected to be honest and accurate. Giving a false grade, whether too 
high or too low, is considered dishonest. If this occurs, both students can receive a failing grade for that 
assignment.
