Some Meaning Changes in 
the Preterite

Saber -> to know (info) vs. to have found out 
something


Conocer —> to be familiar with (know people/
places,etc.) vs. met, became acquainted with


Querer—> to want, desire, love vs. wanted 
something, wanted to do something


*****Refused—> Used Querer ex. I refused to talk 
to him. —> No le quise hablar.
